PURPOSE ς To call forth the gift of intercessory prayer for the causes of God, a gift released on 

earth by the ascended Jesus. 

 

MAIN IDEA ς WŜǎǳǎΩ ascension is a victory triumph from which He dispenses the gifts necessary 

to build His Church. 

 

I. INTRODUCTION

2. I did some research this week to find out how often the National Day of Prayer (always 

the first Thursday of May) coincides with !ǎŎŜƴǎƛƻƴ 5ŀȅΦ  LǘΩǎ ŀ ǇǊŜǘǘȅ rare occurrence 

(Easter being as early as it was this year).

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3. This first passage is a PICTURE of an ASCENDED INTERCESSOR, praying for His people ς 

as they TRIUMPH over their enemies.  (Moses, a type of Christ Jesus):

TWO IMAGES INFORM THIS DESCRIPTION 

 

1.  hƴŜ ƛǎ ǘƘŜ wƻƳŀƴ ƳƛƭƛǘŀǊȅ ǇŀǊŀŘŜǎ ƻŦ tŀǳƭΩǎ ŘŀȅΦ 

 Rome was then at the zenith of its power.  When they won a significant victory over a 

foreign enemy, they would return to Rome and hold a TRIUMPHAL PARADE.  

 The ORDER of the parade was prescribed in this way: 

(i) First would come the SENATE, followed by trumpeters 

(ii) Then would come CARTS WITH THE SPOILS OF WAR ς gold, silver, furs, exotic 

animals, other booty ς to demonstrate the concrete benefits of the victory 

(iii) Following this would be WHITE BULLS for sacrifice 

(iv) Then the ARMS & INSIGNIA of the leaders of the conquered enemy 

(v) Followed by the enemies themselves, with their relatives & other captives 

(vi) Then ς LICTORS ς a special class of civil servants who guarded magistrates 

(vii) Then the IMPERATOR himself ς the leader of triumphant force ς in a chariot drawn 

by 2 horses.  By his side in the chariot, a slave holds a golden wreath above his head.

 = 2 Samuel 6 ς you remember that story?!  - David DANCED before the Lord; Michal gets 

angry.

The Ark representing the presence of God on earth goes to a foreign land ς the 

land of the Philistines, even as Jesus went to the foreign land of death.  But in that 

place, the presence declared itself the true God ς DAGON falling down before 

Him, even in its own temple. 

 Then the presence returns to land of its people ς by the miracle of the mother cows 

abandoning their young to haul it there.  The resurrected presence stays for a while in this 

place, ministering blessing to Abinadab, later even to Obed-Edom ς but then, led by King 

David, it ASCENDS to Mount Zion, the new tabernacle, amidst SHOUTS OF JOY (Ps. 68).

2.  What are the GIFTS that He gives to men? 

 

(i) Our passage lists 5 of them: 

It was He who gave some to be APOSTLES, some to be PROPHETS, some 

EVANGELISTS, some PASTORS & TEACHERS ς these 5 gifts άǘƻ ǇǊŜǇŀǊŜ DƻŘΩǎ 

ǇŜƻǇƭŜ ŦƻǊ ǿƻǊƪǎ ƻŦ ǎŜǊǾƛŎŜέΦ 

 

(ii) These gifts are the SPOILS OF WAR! 

- ¢ƘŜ ǇŀǎǎŀƎŜ ǎǘŀǘŜǎ ǘƘŀǘΣ ōŜŦƻǊŜ IŜ ŀǎŎŜƴŘŜŘΣ WŜǎǳǎ ŘŜǎŎŜƴŘŜŘ ǘƻ ŜŀǊǘƘ Χ ŀƴŘ 

on earth, Jesus WENT TO WAR  to gain these gifts! 

His war was obedience in mission.  He came to LEARN OBEDIENCE & build a kingdom, 

battle for it  ς and so become the perfect sacrifice. 

 άIŜ ƭŜŀǊƴŜŘ ƻōŜŘƛŜƴŎŜ through what He suffered (Heb. 5), even unto death on 

ǘƘŜ /Ǌƻǎǎέ. 

 

A. Fulfilling this mission, Jesus became gifted as THE apostle, THE evangelist, THE prophet, 

THE teacher & pastor.  (= the good shepherd) 
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For example,  Jesus goes to SAMARIA ς IŜΩǎ ŀƴ ŀpostles (in the broad sense of the term) take 

the message of the kingdom into new cultures of mission, casting vision, beginning 

communities of faith.  TƘŜǊŜ IŜΩǎ ŀƴ ŜǾŀƴƎŜƭƛǎǘ ǘƻ ǘƘŜ ǿƻƳŀƴ ŀǘ ǘƘŜ ǿŜƭƭΤ ŀ ǇǊƻǇƘŜǘ who 

listens to a special word from God for her, a teacher, a pastor. 

 

B.  Having lived FULLY the life of obedience in mission & overcoming the enemy in that 

cause, JESUS GAINS GIFTS that the Spirit administers to his people.

 And these gifts are not only apostles, prophets, evangelists, pastors, teachers (those are 

the ones that prepare others for works of service in the body), but ALL THE GIFTS OF THE 

SPIRIT come through Jesus.

(i)  Jesus, the True & Perfect Intercessor ς whose blood has paid for the sins of His people ς is 

the One who also GIFTS His body with intercession ς by the power of the Spirit. Χ ǘƘŜ {thL[ ƻŦ 

his obedient life. 

 Yes, some of us have particularly strong gifts of intercession ς but all of us are called to 

pray. 

A. Just like some are stronger evangelists, but all are called to share good news. 

- We do it in His gifting Χ ²Ŝ Řƻ ƛǘ ƛƴ Iƛǎ ƴŀƳŜΦ 

 

2.  Aaron & Hur, in our story from Exodus 17, show us how 

 

(i) There they are there WITH MOSES, the Great Intercessor. 

- He is SEATED ON HIGH ς they are holding up his hands.  HIS HANDS COUNT! 

 

A. IMAGINE them DOING THAT ς They are CLOSE to Moses.  They would hear him.  DƻŘΩǎ 

people are in battle and Moses is interceding.   They would FEEL His prayer.

- They too would know how to pray because of how Moses is praying

B. Just as they would be praying in Moses, so we pray IN JESUS! 

- Letting His Spirit INFORM & INSPIRE US 

= joining HIM, the One who prays on high for the cause of His people Χ 

lifting up His hands to God

 He is the Intercessor.  We pray in His gifting.  >  We pray in His Spirit, asking for His 

heart,  wisdom / We lift up HIS HANDS 
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V. CONCLUSION 

 

To conclude, note the IMPORTANCE of such prayers ς not only for our nation & community, 

but for our churches & mission. 

 

1.   The battle against the Amalekites is still going on!  -   Exodus 17:16 states, ά¢ƘŜ [ord will be

2.   As long as this age endures, the people of God are in a battle. 

 - Our 3 churches here in South Holland should know it, now MORE THAN EVER! 

 - In order to develop new ministry, we need fresh ŀƴƻƛƴǘƛƴƎ ƻŦ DƻŘΩǎ ƭƻǾŜ ϧ ǇƻǿŜǊ ς to 

move BEYOND what we have historically been.  We need to find new ways to repent and trust.  

We must be given new vision.  We need broader love. 

 - It will only happen as we give ourselves to corporate prayer
